6.) To wind this thing up and move on,
you'll want to make a loop around the
base of the braid (go to the right, in
this scenario) and when you get back
to the center of the top - loop the nee-
dle under one of the diagonal stitches
and tie it off with a double or surgical
(my preference) knot.

The most common "oops" is if you let
the "tail" of the thread get sewn into
the braid as you go - keep an eye on
that, and you can just slide the needle
OFF the thread when you're done,
rather than having to CUT it off.
